As advised by Sri Gura Amar Dass Ji [3rd Sikh Gura), Srl Guru Ram Dass Ji (4th Sikh
Guru) started the digging of Amrit Sarovar [(Holy Tank]) in 1577 A.D., which was later on brick-
lined by Sri Guru Arjan Dev [i (5th Sikh Guru) on December 15, 1588 and He also started the
construction of Sri Harmandir Sahib, Sri Guru Granth Sahib (scripture of the Sikhs), after its
compilation, was first installed at Sri Harmandir Sahib on August 16, 1604 AD. A devout Sikh,
Baba Budha i was appointed its first Head Priest.

Sri Harmandir Sahib has a unique Sikh architecture, Built at a level lower than the
surrounding land level, The Gurudwara teaches the lesson of egalitarianism and humility. The
four entrances of this holy shrine from all four directions, signify that people belonging to
every walk of life are equally welcome.

At 5ri Akal Takhat Sahib, after the Rehras (Evening Scripture] the weapons belonging
to Guru Sahib (Sikh Masters) and Martyr Sikhs are displayed to devotees at about B.00 pom.

Amritsar

Amritsar (The Pool of The Nectar of Immortality): is a city in the northwestern part
of India and is the administrative headquarters of Amritsar district in the state of Punjab,
India. The 2001 Indian census reported the population of the city to be over 1,500,000, with
that of the entire district numbering just over 3,695,077, Amritsar is 32 kilometres (20 mi)
east of Lahore, Pakistan and therefore, very close to India’s western border with Pakistan.

Amritsar is home to the Harmandir Sahib, also known as the Golden Temple, the
spiritual and cultural center of the Sikh religion. This important Sikh shrine attracts more
visitors than the Taj Mahal in Agra and is the number one destination for non-resident-
Indians (NRI) in the whole of India

Amritsar is also known for the incidents of Jallianwala Bagh Massacre in 1919 under
British Rule. The main commercial activities include tourism, carpets and fabrics, farm
produce, handicrafts, service trades and light engineering. The city is known for its food
and culture, Amritsar is also home to Central Khalsa Orphanage, which was once a home for
Shaheed Udham Singh, a prominent figure in the Indian independence movement.

Partition of undivided India into India and Pakistan had the most profound effect on
the demographics, economics, social structure and culture of Amritsar. The state of Punjab
was divided between India and Pakistan and Amritsar become a border city, often on the
fromt lines of Indiz-Pakistan wars. Prior to partition, the Muslim league wanted to incorporate
Amritsar into Pakistan because of the Amritsar's proximity to Lahore (a distance of 30 miles)
and a nearly 50% Muslim population, but the city became part of India. Amritsar and Lahore
experienced some of the worst communal riots during the partition of India. Muslim residents
of Amritsar left the city en-masse leaving their homes and property behind due to violent
anti-Muslim riots in Amritsar. Similar scenes of communal carnage against Hindus and Sikhs
were witnessed in Lahore and led to their mass evacuation.

Amritsar is located at 31°37°11.89°N 74°52'35.39"E with an average elevation of 234
metres (768 ft),

Amritsar has a warm continental climate, typlcal of Northwestern India and experiences
four seasons primarily: winter season (November to March] with temperature ranges from
4 °C (39 “F) to about 19 °C [66 °F), summer season (April to June) where temperatures
can reach 45 °C (113 °F), monsoon season (July to September) and post-monsoon season
(September to November), Annual rainfall is about 790 millimetres (31.1 in).

Connectivity

Amritsar is well connected to Delhi, Jammu and Chandigarh both by road and train.

BUSES : Frequent buses leave for Delhi (10 hours), Chandigarh [ 5 hrs), Pathankot (3
hrs), Jammu [6 hrs) and Attari on the India-Pakistan border (1% hrs).

Oneftwo buses go daily to Dalhouste (6 hrs), Dharamsala (6 hrs], Shimla (10 hrs) and
Manali (14 hrs) in Himachal Pradesh, and Dehra Dun (11 hrs) in Uttarakhand.

Private buses' for Delhi (with/without AC, 8% hrs) leave from near the railway station
at 10 pm. Other private buses go to Chandigarh [Rs 150 o Z00), Jammu (Rs 140) and Katra
[Rs 160]) from Gandhi Gate,

TRAIN : Reservation for trains is available on the Temple Complex (B.00 am. to 800
pumi) on all days - except Sunday (tll 2 p.m.)

Direct express trains travel to Delhi (2nd/fchair car 8 hrs); but the fastest s the
twice-daily Shatabdi Express (5.10 am,, 5.00 p.m, 6 hrs), A daily Amritsar-Howrah Mail links
Amritsar with Lucknow [sleeper/3ACS2AC, 16%: hrs), Varanasl (22 hrs) and Howrah (37 hrs).

There are regular flights of Indian Airlines, Jet Airways and Kingfisher from Delhi,
The Rajasansi International Airpert is about 15 km from the Golden Temple and is connected
by domestic flights to Delhl, Srinagar and Chandigarh. There are regular international flights
from London, Toronte, Singapore and other leading cities of the world to Amritsar.
